. Stand in a doorway or crouch under a solid desk or table away from windows or glass dividers.
. Stay away from buildings, trees, telephone and electric lines.

. Wear shoes and protective clothing.

Cooperate fully with any instructions from the resort’s safety team and relief organizations.
Do NOT use the telephone.

Do NOT go into damaged areas unless authorized by appropriate personnel.
