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HEAD WINEMAKER

I am very excited by the potential of this harvest! Although we had less  
 than half of our normal annual rainfall, shoots emerged during the mild  
 spring and canopy growth excelled through the moderate summer. We have 
yet to see any triple-digit temperatures, and have only had two hot weekends in 
the 90s late into the summer. Things cooled back down as we were rolling into fall, 
but we need some more heat to push the Rhône varietals along. The Pinot Noir 
grape-growing season has been ideal and looks to be one of the best in recent 
memory. This vintage is also starting a couple weeks behind, with the sparkling 
grapes for Fesstivity being picked into mid-September. In 2015 I picked sparkling 
grapes the first week in August! The crop size also looks adequate in most varieties 
and suggests amazing quality as well! 

In the winery, we finished bottling the 2023 Rhône varietal wines such as Rodney’s 
Syrah, Home Ranch Cuvée, The Big Easy and a new addition, Bien Nacido Syrah! 
These wines are rich and layered with beautiful, dark fruit flavors, while still possessing 
fresh, bright acidity. We also hired a new Assistant Winemaker, Craig Ebersole, and 
he is a great addition to the team! Harvest season is always an incredibly stressful but rewarding time of the year that I look forward 
to, spending this time trying to make the best possible wines we can. We get one shot a year at it, and this is it!! There is a lot of 
arduous work that goes into the harvest, from picking grapes by hand at 2AM to spending countless hours on the sorting table 
making sure only the best fruit makes its way to the tank for fermentation. We also get a lot of exercise cleaning the floors, punching 
down and loading the basket presses! We are typically exhausted by the end of harvest but look forward to the holidays and 
enjoying some well-deserved time off to enjoy with family and friends!

I better get back out and join my team on the sorting table! As always, it is a pleasure  
making wine for your enjoyment and, from all of us here at Fess Parker … CHEERS! Blair Fox, Head Winemaker
